Speed Watch & Lorry Watch to Recommence? 
Three volunteers have come forward to help re-start the Speed Watch operaƟon in Hunton but a few more are needed 
to have sufficient people to share the workload.  The Parish has it’s own equipment and used to carry out monitoring 
work on West Street by the Church and by the School.  The work is supported by Kent Police who have a dedicated 
County officer for Speed Watch who will issue leƩers to speeding motorists.  It is instrucƟve to note that in Collier Street 
where there is an acƟve village Speed Watch operaƟon they have recorded over 5,000 speeding vehicles in two years 
with over 500 leƩers sent out to repeat 'offenders' (the Police are able to act separately on untaxed vehicles).  I am 
obtaining confirmaƟon from the Speed Watch co-ordinator about the equipment training that needs to be undertaken 
by volunteers and hope to have more detail included in the next Herald.
